Northeast-10 Men’s Track Athlete of the Week

Andrew Grange, UMass Lowell (So., Methuen, MA) - Helped two relay teams automatically and
provisionally qualify for the NCAA Championship at the Boston University FasTrack Invitational. Ran a
47.3-second leg on the 4X400 meter relay team which placed first, broke the school record and posted the
fastest time in the country: 3:10.73. Also ran 49.0 seconds in the 400-meter dash on the distance medley
relay team which placed fifth in 10:01.92 and provisionally qualified for the NCAA Championship.
