UMASS LOWELL: UMass Lowell volleyball (17-9, 
9-4 NE-10) came away a 1-1 weekend split with 
a win over Pace and a loss to Adelphi... The River 
Hawks have won their most games since 2005 
when the team fi nished 19-10 overall and ended 
with a trip to the NCAA Tournament. In the win 

over Pace, Elsa LeGrand (Highlands Ranch, Colo.) stuff ed the stat sheet 
with eight kills, six blocks and four digs. Allie Eide (Gresham, Ore.) re-
corded 24 digs and three aces in the four set victory. n the loss to Adel-
phi, LeGrand paved the way again with 17 kills and two total blocks. 
She now has 384 total blocks for her career, just 30 shy of the UMass 
Lowell record.

MERRIMACK: Merrimack ti ed the school record 
with 20 wins set in 2008, defeati ng Pace 3-0 on 
Friday. They went 2-1 this week, defeati ng Stone-
hill and Pace before losing to Adelphi. Molly Cin-
dric (Westlake Village, Calif.) tallied a season-high
