STONEHILL: Both Stonehill squads posted the highest team 
finishes of Northeast-10 representatives at the 2006 NCAA Division II National 
Championships in Pensacola, Fla. on Saturday, as the 11th-ranked Skyhawk men posted 
their highest finish ever in four national championship appearances by placing 10th 
overall in the 24-team field.  Junior Keith Gill (Brockton, Mass.) became the fourth All-
America performer in Stonehill history by placing 27th individually and joining Mario 
Fraioli '04, Sean McKeon '05 and teammate David Metzger in the Skyhawk All-America 
club.  Gill also becomes the first two-time All-America in both cross country and track & 
field in Stonehill history, having earned All-America accolades in the 1500 meters at the 
2006 NCAA Outdoor Track Championships...The Skyhawk women posted their fourth top-17 team performance in the last seven years by 
placing 17th of 24 teams in Saturday's national championships, as senior Kelly Chaisson (Walpole, Mass.) became the third All-America 
performer in Stonehill women's history with a 27th place finish, joining Meghann Shanahan '05 and Dianna Chivakos '05 as the Skyhawk 
All-America trio.
